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Course Syllabi

· Statement that “Colleges/Universities do not accept a “D” grade when considering a student for admission.
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Advanced Placement English Language & Composition is a year-long course designed for juniors reading above grade level who intend to demonstrate their achievement in college-level work by taking the Advanced Placement Exam in May.  The course is comparable to a first-year college course stressing writing and rhetoric.  Students will study literature primarily, but not exclusively, form the American tradition, focusing on prose, essays, and other non-fiction from Colonial times to the present. Furthermore, students will focus on the analysis of style, tone, diction, figurative language, and syntax.  The course will also provide on-going, sustained practice in writing essays employing appropriate strategies for responding to various essay prompts.  Students will refine their use of logical structure in writing exposition, description, narration, and argumentation.  Finally, students will engage in close and critical reading in order to understand the subtleties of meaning in texts as well as the manner in which writers employ order, form, and language to promote audience interest.

ENGLISH DEPARTMENT POLICIES

CLASSROOM RULES:
Food, gum, drinks (except water), electronics (cell phones, walk/disc men, pagers), magazines, and other distracting materials will not be permitted in any classroom. All such items will be confiscated by the teacher and given to an administrator. As a reminder, cell phones must NOT be visible and will be given to an administrator should they become a classroom disruption.
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HOMEWORK:
Students will receive at least 45 minuets of English homework every night.

PROJECTS AND GROUP WORK:

Throughout the semester, students will be assigned projects both individually and in groups. Some projects will require that students work outside of class with others to successfully complete the project. Students will also be asked to use public libraries and other community resources to research information for both the individual and groups projects. Parents and students should be prepared to participate and support such collaborative group work.

MAKE-UP WORK DUE TO EXCUSED ABSENCES:
Students have the number of days they are absent to submit make-up work ONLY if they bring an EXCUSED readmit to class. When absent, it is the student’s responsibility to obtain a readmit 
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from the Attendance Office and find out what work he/she missed. Students who graduate from Centinela Valley Union High School District with NO ABSENCES will receive a FREE laptop computer upon graduation.

TARDIES:  
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The policy regarding arriving tardy to the class is as follows:  The first tardy serves as a warning.  The second tardy results in a phone call home.  The third and all ensuing tardies result in a referral to the office for consultation with an administrator followed by In-House Suspension for the rest of the period.
LATE WORK:

Late work is different from make-up work. Students who fail to turn in an assignment or provide and EXCUSED readmit will NOT receive credit for missed assignments. Mrs. Santos does NOT accept late work under and circumstances.

Additional Suggestions
· Prepare a list of tasks for your TA prior to the class period and provide clear directions, in writing if necessary.

 Teacher Absences

Teachers who will be absent for four or more class periods must call SubFinder, the district’s automated substitute finder, at 1-310-355-0001, by no later than 6:00 a.m. on the day of the absence.  This includes absences for conferences, field trips, or district meetings.  If you will be absent for one or two periods, make arrangements for your substitute directly with Elizabeth Contreras.  If you have problems reaching SubFinder, please call and leave a message for Elizabeth at 310-263-2202.  
Report Cards
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Report cards will be issued after the 10th, 20th, 30th, and 40th weeks.  Progress reports will be issued after the 5th, 15th, 25th, and 35th weeks.

Parents must be notified in writing no later than 15 days before the end of the semester if their child is in danger of failing.  Students must have a 2.00 grade point average to be eligible for athletics or extracurricular activities ( In this grade point average the student can not have more than two F’s in core courses).  Eligibility is determined by grades on the 10, 20, 30, and 40-week report cards.

Contacting Parents

It is very important to contact parents as soon as possible if there are problems with attendance, behavior, or achievement.  Parent conferences may be arranged on your own or through the student’s counselor, and held during non-teaching time in the counseling office.  Do not conduct parent conferences in your classroom.  If a parent appears at your classroom unannounced, ask the parent to report to the main office and see an administrator.  This is necessary to prevent interruptions during instructional time.  If a parent wishes to visit a classroom, an administrator will accompany the parent.  .

Suspected Child Abuse

All certificated employees are mandated child abuse reporters.  Any incidents of suspected child abuse must be reported immediately. “If one has knowledge of or observes a child, in his or her professional capacity or within the scope of his or her employment, whom he or she knows or reasonable suspects has been the victim of child abuse or neglect shall report such suspected incident of abuse or neglect to a designated agency immediately or as soon as practically possible by telephone and shall submit a report thereof within 36 hours of receiving the information concerning the incident. (PC Section 11166(a)). Below are the procedures you will need to follow when reporting suspected cases of child abuse.

1. Document the details of the suspected abuse. (student name, parent/guardian name, phone number, address, details of situation, who was involved, siblings you’re aware of…)

2. Call the hotline at 1-800-540-4000 and make a verbal report. After making the report they will give you a 19 digit referral number.

3. Within 3-4 hours of reporting to the hotline you can for online and complete the referral using the 19 digit number.  The website is https://mandreptla.org. Once you input the information, please print a copy of the report and forward it to Mrs. Brown in room 114.  It is important that we receive the copy and notification for our records.

Discipline Procedures





Classroom Behavior Standards





Students are required to maintain high standards of behavior at all times.  If a student misbehaves after receiving a warning;


Assign detention and call home
