Student Reminders for AP Testing
1. Bring several sharpened Number 2 pencils with you to all exams.

2. Bring a couple blue/black pens for the free response portions of exams.  You must write in pen for some exams.

3. Wear layers of clothing on exam day.  If you’re too hot, you can always take a coat off, but if you’re cold you’ll be prepared.

4. Get plenty of rest the night prior to the exam.

5. Eat a healthy breakfast before the exam.  You may want to bring yourself a snack for your 10 minute break.  However, this food/drink may not be consumed during the test, and must remain out of sight in the testing location.
6. DO NOT BRING ANY ELECTRONIC DEVICE (with the exception of a calculator for Calculus and Chemistry students) TO THE TESTING CLASSROOM ON EXAM DAY.  If you are seen using any electronic device during testing OR during the break, you will be dismissed from the exam, the device will be confiscated and your exam score will be cancelled.

7. Do not bring the following items:

· Electronic devices

· Books/compasses, correction fluid, dictionaries, highlighters, notes, or mechanical or colored pencils.

· Rulers or straightedges

· Scratch paper

· Computers

· Watches that beep or have an alarm

· Food or drink

· Clothing with subject-related information

· Portable listening or recording devices (even with headphones) or photographic equipment

8. Students are not allowed to discuss any portion of the exam with anyone else (including teachers) until 48 hours after the exam.  

9. During break or while using the restroom, students may not consult textbooks, teachers, or other students, and may not use any electronic device.

10. Any instance of misconduct will result in you being dismissed from testing and your exam score being cancelled:

· Using any prohibited aids.

· Bringing food or drink into the testing room.

· Leaving the testing room without permission.

· Attempting to remove from the testing room any part of the exam or any notes relating to the exam.

· Copying from another student’s work or a published work.

· Attempting to give or receive assistance, or otherwise communicate, through any means, with another person about the exam during the exam administration.

· Attempting to take the exam for someone else. Students must bring proper ID to the test as the proctors are teachers who may not know them.

· Creating a disturbance.
· Failing to follow any of the exam administration regulations provided by the testing staff or specified in the exam materials.

11. Be at your testing location no later than 7:45 a.m., or 11:45 am for afternoon exams.  Proctors will begin exams promptly at 8 a.m. or 12 p.m. for afternoon exams, and if you are late, you cannot enter the exam.  No students will be admitted into an exam room after the exam has begun.  

12.  You can expect a 10 minute break between the multiple-choice and free-response sections.  During this time, students may not use phones, text, look at books, consult with teachers or other students about exam material.  At this time, you will be allowed to have a small snack, provided by the school.
13. Psychology and French Language exam students :  Lunch will begin at 11:45 on your testing days, and you must begin your exam by noon.  Grab your lunch quickly, and report straight to your testing location. If you are late due to spending too much time at lunch, you risk not being admitted to the exam! I’d advise you to bring a sack lunch that day, if possible, so you won’t have to stand in line and risk being late.

14. Spanish Language Exam students: May 5th is a scheduled minimum day.  Your testing may continue past 12:30, depending on how much time you need to complete the speaking portion of the exam.  If you normally get a ride home, please arrange for later pick-up or flexibility on this day.  We will arrange for you to still have lunch through the cafeteria if you’re late leaving the exam.
